The college encourages the staff to undertake research activities and
some of our staff have been acting as research guides. Several
teachers have availed themselves of UGC Faculty Development
Program for M.Phil. / Ph.D. and some have been working for their
research degrees on a part time basis.

6.3.5 Library, ICT and physical infrastructure / instrumentation

The college has two libraries to cater to the UG and PG student
requirements. There are sufficient number of class rooms with adequate
furniture. The science laboratories, the English Language Laboratory and
the Computers’ Laboratory are well equipped to handle the student needs
as per the curriculum. We have two seminar halls and a big auditorium for
guest lectures and meetings. The Gymnasium and sports facilities cater to
the needs of the students. There are separate hostels for men and women
students. The College has a student co-operative stores, a canteen, day
scholars’ dining rooms.

6.3.6 Human Resource Management

There is optimum utilisation of human resources both from the
teaching and non-teaching wings. Training is given to students by
organising guest lectures by inviting experts from outside. Our staff
members also serve on various administrative committees of the
college for better coordination among the staff and administration.
